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×The Four Corners is far from large urban 

centers

×There are many Wilderness Areas and 

National Parks that are Class I Areas1 with 

special protection under the Clean Air Act.

×The Four Corners is a center for coal-

fired energy and oil and gas production.

×There are 16 existing power plants in the 

Four Corners vicinity, and one more is 

being proposed.

×Approximately 20,000 to 25,000 gas 

wells currently exist in SW Colorado and 

NW New Mexico. About 12,000 more are 

proposed.
